AACO has put questions on the legal and air policy feasibility of the Proposal. This report concludes that the
Proposal has deficiencies which are similar to those of Regulation 868/2004.

AACO States have, in the majority of their arrangements with EU States, no dealings with the EU and its
institutions unless they have explicitly or i ici the jur powers of the EU. As a starting
point, the management of international scheduled air services is subject to international agreements between
States as to which see the mostly bilateral Air Services Agreements (ASAs).

Competition between designated air carriers, including ‘fair competition’, is part of the operation of those
international agreed air services. Hence, competition must be dealt with under such agreements States, rather
than via a unilateral measures. This may be different if the agreement between States directly or indirectly
refers to the applicability of - EU based - regulations on unfair practices in air transport and subsidies. Most
agreements do not encompass such references.

The Proposal, like Regulation 868/2004, attempt to introduce trade principles, procedures and terms such as
reparation of injuries and financial duties which are unknown in aviation law instruments. The aviation sector
has never agreed to the adoption of such principles and measures.

In most cases, the claimant in the revised version of EU Regulation 868/2004, that is, the EU Commission,
can only function in the context of a more comprehensive agreement between an AACO State and the EU, and
its Member States. Moreover, the enforcement powers of the EU Commission under the Proposal are not as
